Trees can add up to 18% 
increase of real estate 

values.  

             

 
Trees have the potential to 
reduce social service 
budgets, decrease police 
calls for domestic violence, 
strengthen urban 
communities, and decrease 
the incidence of child 
abuse. 

 
For every 5% of tree cover 

added to a community, 
storm water runoff is 

reduced by approximately 
2%. 

 
About one half of the 
forests that once covered 
the Earth are gone. Each 
year, another 16 million 
hectares disappear. The 
World Resources Institute 
estimates that only about 
22% of the world's (old 
growth) original forest 
cover remains "intact". 

Businesses leasing office 
spaces in developments with 

trees find their workers 
are more productive and 
absenteeism is reduced 
when trees can be seen 

from their window or are a 
part of their imm ediate 

work environment 

 

Apartments and offices in 
wooded areas rent more 
quickly and have higher 

occupancy rates. 

 

Increasing tree canopy 
offers measurable economic 
benefits by lowering air 
temperatures, providing 
shade for buildings in the 
summer, and b lock winter 
winds therefore reducing 
Energy use and cooling 
costs. 

 

Urban forests improve our 
Air Quality through 

reduction of 
pollutants including sulfur 

dioxide, ozone and 
particulates.
